Exploring the concept of keeping a steady pulse
together, children engage in music and movement
activities inspired by their favourite
things. They participate in different activities,
moving to the beat of the music while thinking
about and expressing their favourite objects
or experiences.

Sound patterns

Examining different favourite fairy tales, children
discuss the key moments in these stories. They are
guided to clap and read simple sound patterns,
matching the different characters of the story.
Pupils then use these sound patterns to retell the
fairy tale, bringing the story to life through sound
and movement.

Identifying high and low notes, children use
this Rnowledge to compose a simple tune
that represents a superhero. They then listen
to different pitches, recognising the
difference between high and low sounds.
After
identifying these notes, pupils experiment
with combining different pitches to create a
melody that represents their chosen
superhero.
